Introduction





WWWMail is an utility for World Wide Web Servers running Windows NT or Windows 95.


It permits FORM based HTML page to send e-mail to a specified SMTP account.


It is totally free !





Installation





First of all, you MUST have an up-to-date copy of the utility (you can find it at http://www.esf.c-strasbourg.fr/misc/amsoft.exe?www)





UNZIP it into a temporary directory. Use a 32bits version of the ZIP program to preserve long filenames.





Installation under EMWAC HTTPS


Copy the WWWMail.exe file on the correct directory where you want wwwmail.exe to be.





Installation under WebSITE


Copy WWWMail.exe file on your CGI-SHL directory





Installation under SAIC-HTTP


Copy WWWMail.Exe file on your CGI-BIN directory





Installation under ALIBABA


Copy WWWMail.exe file on your CGI-BIN directory





Installation under NETSCAPE Server


If you have choose “Specify a directory that will contain CGI programs only”


Copy WWWMail.exe file on your CGI-BIN directory.





If you have choose “Activate CGI as a file type for part of your server”


Rename WWWMail.exe to WWWMail.cgi





N.B: If you are running WWWMail on another WWW server; let me know how to configure it and this will be include in the next release of this documentation.

Running WWWMail





Just create a HTML Form with POST method and calling WWWMail.Exe

List of mandatory fields in the form:





mailto:	Address of the E-Mail recipient (could be a hidden type)


sender: E-Mail address of the sender. If it is not specified, WWWMail takes the default parameter of blat.


subject: the subject of the message


name: Name of the sender

List of optional fields in the form:





WWWMail-Page: instead of displaying the standard message, WWWMail displays the page specified in the form. The VALUE must be the full pathname of the HTML page.�Example: <INPUT TYPE=hidden NAME=WWWMail-Page VALUE=d:\feedback-ok.html>











Recommandation





WWWMail now creates one text file per call . So it creates a file called �WWWMailddmmyy-hhmmss.txt in the TEMP directory. If you don’t have specified a TEMP variable for the DEFAULT User (WINNT only), WWWMail will try to write in the \TEMP Directory.





BE SURE to have put full-control access to the SYSTEM user for your \TEMP directory.

All my utilities are CASE-SENSITIVE, so you MUST Specify all special tags and form fields in UPPERCASE.





All my utilities search for </BODY> and </HTML> tags, so be sure to have insert them at the end of your page and in UPPERCASE.
