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�1. To install Memo PLUS



First download the application. 

To use Memo PLUS, you must install the following file: 

memoplus.prc:  the main application file 



Launch your PalmPilot installer program (usually instapp.exe) or double click on the .prc files to launch the installer program.

Then, do an HotSync synchronization... et voilà Memo PLUS is installed!



As Memo PLUS works with the built-in Memo application (uses the same memo database), you have nothing else Memo. All your Memo items will be automatically available under Memo PLUS!





2. Memo PLUS features



The built-in Memo application was a great start but lacked many convenient and extra features that we have added into our Memo PLUS application.

With Memo PLUS installed, you can take full advantage of the power of your PalmPilot: 



Do whatever you can do with the built-in Memo application AND

Improve your way of work by using tool bars and popup menus.

Attach a drawing to individual Memo items,  for a description or clarification of the task

Start from a note or drawing model

Order your categories.

Customize the sort and show preferences for each category.

Set an alarm for each item

�3. Memo View



The category view enables you to see all the items of the selected category. It works exactly the same way as the built-in Memo application. But, for more user-friendliness, you have a tool bar to access all the commands.

Note button of the tool bar:    �

This button lets you create a new note or to go to the linked note of the memo if already existing.

Drawing button of the toolbar:    �

This button lets  you create a new drawing or to go to the linked drawing of the memo if already existing.

Delete icon of the tool bar:    �

This button lets  you delete the Memo item selected. It also enables you to  call the Delete popup menu if you tap on the triangle.

Delete memo:    �

This button enables you to delete the Memo item selected.

Linked note:    �

This button lets you delete the linked note of the selected Memo item.

Drawing:     �

This button lets you delete the linked drawing of the selected Memo item.

Sort icon of the tool bar:      �

This button lets you call the sort popup menu. Then, you can choose the alphabetic or anti-alphabetic sort.

�4.  Start from a Model





In Memo PLUS, we have implement a great feature: models. These models are like the templates of your favorite word processor and help improve your efficiency. Instead of re-writing the same note or drawing the same sketch each time, you can start your work from a model. In the memo view, select the little triangle at the right hand side of the note icon. You will then get a popup menu. Choose the note model on which you  want to base your new memo. Then tap on the “Start Now” icon! It’s as easy as this!

�5.  Edit the Models



When you select the “Edit models” menu command, you get a dialog box which lets you edit the models. Then, you can create, edit, delete or move models.

�6.  Import New Models



In Memo PLUS, you can easily import new models. Download the right .pdb file (which contains the models you want) and install this file as you would install any .prc file. At the next hot synchronization, your new models will be automatically installed on your Pilot.

7.  Details Dialog Box



The details dialog bow enables you to modify a Memo item. You can change the category, the private state and set an alarm for that memo item. Furthermore, you can go to the linked note or the linked drawing.
