PassThru32 is a utility that allows Palmtop computers to use a modem and/or printer attached to a PC running Windows 95/98/NT. This allows palmtop users to 'borrow' these facilities to pick up their email or print via a PC that doesn't have the standard connectivity software installed. Basically it uses the PC as an interface between the palmtop device and the peripheral as this screenshot demonstrates :-

The shareware version is limited to 19200 baud but there are no other restrictions.

Part of the design criteria for this software is that it should be of minimal size and run directly from a floppy disk. This is necessary because in many situations it is undesirable (and often not permitted) to install software onto a borrowed PC.


It is envisaged that users will carry a floppy disk and their palmtop serial cable with them when, eg., they are away on business. By running PassThru from a floppy it is possible to connect to the internet and pick up your email or print to the attached printer without installing anything on the host PC. Care should be taken to check the floppy for viruses regularly or write-protect it to ensure that it doesn't pick up any - the last thing I want is for anyone to spread these extreme forms of anti-social behaviour about !
