mIRC or mIRC32 v5.3 or v5.31


POP3 and SMTP account (Internet e-mail account)





What is JQ Mail?





JQ Mail is a mIRC addon that allows a user to send and receive


electronic mail over the internet.





Install





To install JQ Mail, simply run the jqm031.zip file and extract the


files into your any directory. After extracting the files, run your


mirc.exe or mirc32.exe, then type "/load -rs jqmail03.mrc" in your


status window without the quotes. A window will pop up telling you if


you successfully or unsuccessfully loaded JQ Mail. If you succeeded,


when you close that window, the @JQ Mail Setup window will be created.


You can add/edit each item by double-clicking on it in the right frame


of the window. After adding all the values, close the window. You can


always edit these setup values by going to the JQ Mail popup menu in


the @JQ Mail right-click popup menu. Note: This Setup info would be


located in your present e-mail client. Another note, JQ Mail will have


problems if the directory it is located in has a space, for example


JQ Mail will have problems with "C:\Program Files\" and it's


subdirectories.





Checking for Mail





To check for mail, first make sure you are connected to the internet.


Next, click on the JQ Mail popup in the Commands and Status window, or


type '/jqmail' without the quotes. The window @JQ Mail will be created.


The @JQ Mail window is used to display everything JQ Mail tells you.


JQ Mail will connect to your e-mail server once you double-click on


Check E-Mail. If @JQ Mail says "You have no messages.", then JQ Mail


will automanically disconnect from the server. If it says "Connected"


in the titlebar, then you have mail. A new window will be created if


you have mail, called @JQ Mail Inbox, which will list the mail that you


have. This may slow down mIRC for awhile depending on the amount of


messages you have. To read a message, double-click on the message.


Sorry, mIRC does not allow more then one space in text, so any form of


ascii art will not display correctly. To delete the message off the


e-mail server, double-click on Delete in the @JQ Mail window. If you


have the AutoDelete feature turned on, then you do not have to


double-click on Delete. AutoDelete is explained further later in the


readme. If you are finished reading your mail, double-click on Quit


under Delete. Also, if you wish to reply to the sender, double-click on


reply while that message is displayed in the window. This will transfer


you to the Send Mail option explained later, and will automanically


attatch the old message. Finally, if you want to forward a message to


someone, double-click on Forward while that message is displayed in the


@JQ Mail window.





Sending Mail





To send mail, first make sure you are connected to the internet. Next,


click on the JQ Mail popup in the Commands and Status window, or type


'/jqmail' without the quotes. Now double-click on Send E-Mail. Next,


two prompt windows will appear and ask you for the recipient's e-mail


address and for the subject of the message. Fill in the blanks, and hit


the OK button. Enter message. Use as many lines as you like, but sorry


don't skip lines because mIRC will not accept them. When you're


done, double-click on the Done text in the right frame of the window. 


Now just let JQ Mail send the message to the e-mail server and it will


automanically disconnect from the mail server when finished.





Aliases





/jqmail


	Opens the @JQ Mail window.





/mailin [User Number]


	Activates the POP3 E-Mail Checker. User Number is optional.





/mailout [E-Mail Address] [Subject]


	Activates the SMTP E-Mail Sender. The E-Mail Address and


	Subject parameters are optional.





/mailsetup


	Opens the @JQ Mail Setup window.





/mailuninst


	Uninstalls JQ Mail.





Note: /mailin and /mailout automanically runs the /jqmail command, and


by default F5 and F6 also activate /mailin and /mailout. You can modify


or delete the F5 or F6 keys by going into jqmail03.mrc and editing the first


lines "alias F5 mailin" and "alias F6 mailout" changing the F5 and/or


F6 to whatever key you want, or you can delete those two lines if you


do now want any F keys at all or if there are no available F keys.





Other Features





Note: The JQ Mail menu can be found by right-clicking inside of the


@JQ Mail window. The popup menu to open up @JQ Mail is located under


mIRC's Commands menu above the mIRC toolbar at the top of your screen


or by right-clicking in the status window. Another script may have


renamed the Commands menu to another name, so if that has happened, it


is under the fourth menubar name between DCC and Window.





AutoCheck:





The AutoCheck feature found in the JQ Mail popup menu under Commands


is used to automanically check for mail right when you connect to an


irc server and rechecks every so many minutes that you told it to and


tells you if you have mail in the status window.





AutoDelete:





The AutoDelete feature is used to automanically delete your mail once


your read it from the server so you do not have to double-click on


Delete after you've read your mail. At my opinion this is not a good


idea in case someone sends you an attatchment, which JQ Mail cannot


recieve. In the case of an attatchment you may recieve it from an


e-mail client.





Signature:





The Signature feature is used to automanically send signature text at


the end of each message. Put the signature text inside the


mailsign.txt file in the mIRC directory. Sorry, no skipping


lines or multiple spaces due to mIRC not accepting them.





AutoSave:





Toggles if you want JQ Mail to automanically save incoming mail inside


the mailsend.txt file in the mIRC directory.





Debug:





Saves the server and client input and output to maildbug.txt.





Address Book:





Lets you store up to 5 e-mail addresses, so that you can easily send


e-mail to someone without filling in their e-mail address.





Uninstall:





Unloads and removes JQ Mail off of your system. This can be found in


the Setup menu under JQ Mail.





Troubleshooter





Q: My F5 and F6 function keys are taken by another mIRC script! How can


   I remove them or change them to an available function key?


A: To assign the function keys to another function key, go to the Tools


   menu, then Remote, View, jqmail03.mrc. Next, scroll down the code


   below until you locate "alias F5" and "alias F6". Simply change the


   f5 and f6 to different keys which are available, between f1 and f12.


   To remove the function keys, simply remove the two "alias F5" and


   "alias F6" lines.





Q: I got a JQ Mail Error saying there's no POP3 or SMTP server entered


   in setup. What's wrong?


A: You have not installed JQ Mail properly. Go to the install section


   at the top of this readme and follow the instructions.





Q: I clicked on the message inside @JQ Mail Inbox once and nothing


   happened! What's wrong?


A: You must double-click on the message with the left mouse button, not


   single click.
