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What's Tek Converter II?





Tek Converter II, an Explorer-style, fully customizable, easy-to-use unit conversion program, converts almost all units, covering 340 units of 44 categories by default including conversions between binary, octal, hexadecimal and decimal numbers. The conversion result is displayed with its total rounding error instantaneously as you type a number.





You can add/edit unit categories and units as needed by means just like Windows Explorer. The extendable conversion table can be saved and imported as a text document, each can contain up to 100 unit categories and 10,000 units.





Tek Converter II supports the conversion format [Standard unit] = [Ratio] x [Non-standard unit] + [Offset], while many of other unit conversion applications support only [Standard unit] = [Ratio] x [Non-standard unit]. This means any linear equations can be handled.





The built-in calculator enables fundamental and functional calculations using converted results, and conversions using calculation results.


 


Tek Converter II will answer the purpose of practical use for engineers, students and those who have the necessity to easily and quickly convert various units, and to add considerable number of categories/units for special purposes.

Operating System





For Windows 95 only. Note that the following files must be installed to run this program:





- Visual Basic 5.0 fundamental runtime library files (Service Pack 2 or 3)


- COMCTL32.OCX and COMDLG32.OCX ActiveX Controls (Service Pack 2 or 3)


- COMCTL32.DLL v4.72 or greater typically installed with Internet Explorer 3.02 or 4.

Installing/Un-installing Tek Converter II





Installing Tek Converter II





This program additionally requires the following files:





- Visual Basic 5.0 fundamental runtime library files (Service Pack 2 or 3)


- COMCTL32.OCX and COMDLG32.OCX ActiveX Controls (Service Pack 2 or 3)


- COMCTL32.DLL v4.72 or greater typically installed with Internet Explorer 3.02 or 4.





If you have already installed these files to your Windows system, skip step 1) and/or step 2).





1) Install Visual Basic 5.0 fundamental runtime library files if not installed yet. Visual Basic 5.0 runtime library setup module can be downloaded from some software archive sites as freeware.





2) Install COMCTL32.OCX and COMDLG32.OCX ActiveX Controls If not installed yet. You can download vb5ocx.zip from our software archive site: http://village.infoweb.ne.jp/~tek/archive/vb5ocx.zip. Unzip it, read  ReadMeFirst.txt, run setup.exe and follow its instructions. This step will install the required ActiveX Controls to your Windows' System folder and register them to the Windows' registry.





3) Unzip the distributed file tcn2e???.zip into an arbitrary folder, where ??? is a version number of Tek Converter II. If you have already installed the earlier version of Tek Converter II, it is recommended to uninstall it prior to the new installation.





4) Run setup.exe and follow its instructions. This step will install the files directly related to Tek Converter II only.





5) The files extracted into the temporary folder can be removed after the installation has been successfully finished.





It is our stance that each distributed file should not always include Runtime and Custom Control files because they are shared by programs and, by including them, each distributed (compressed) file would become considerably large. This approach can also prevent the system files from being unexpectedly overwritten.





Un-installing Tek Converter II





Launch Add/Remove Programs in the Control Panel and choose Tek Converter II.





Visual Basic 5.0 runtime and ActiveX Control files, installed by means of the aforementioned procedure, can be removed by the same manner as above, but it is recommended to keep them in the Windows' System folder for future use.

Design Notes





Tek Converter II derives from the freeware Tek Unit Converter. The latter was optimized for the really practical use of the author's own: It was featured by compactness and quick accessibility to the units to be converted from/into. Since the first release of Tek Unit Converter we received requests from some users for more flexibility in adding units and editing conversion tables.





We once considered to modify Tek Unit Converter to meet the requests, but finally came to conclude it will degrade its optimized feature for the original purpose. Consequently Tek Converter II, which is fully "customizable" and has a quite different graphical user interface, was newly developed.
