Whatime 2.0  Readme File





Whatime 2.0 is a small creation by SMEATWare for all to enjoy- for free!*


*Free as in I don’t get any money out of this, just post cards for the bulletin board.





What it does:


It allows you to see exactly what time it is in any given time zone, simply by looking at your taskbar. It's very simple to use- In the Hour Shift field, enter the hours of difference between your location, and the location in question- a positive number for a later time, and a negative number for an earlier time. The same goes for the Minute Shift field. The Label field is what will be displayed for the label of the time-zone corrected time generated by Whatime. Once you get all this plugged in, click "Run", and you're cooking. Just minimize it and you're ready to go. 





New features to Version 2.0


Command line arguments are easier now! and a 24 hour mode is added! Yeehaw!


This feature enables you to put the program in your startup folder, and have it automatically launch with the correct time adjustments already applied.  These settings are placed in the program shortcut. The settings consist of three different items. First, the label to be placed on the task bar, then the hour shift, then the minute shift. This is very simple to accomplish. The syntax is as follows:





WHATIME.EXE /location xxxxxxx /hour nn /minute /nn /24





Under Shortcut Properties:


Target:  "C:\Program Files\Whatime\Whatime.exe /location Vienna /hour 6 /24”


Where the Vienna is the label, 6 is the hour shift, and /24 applies the 24 hour mode.





All of these command line switches are optional, which is a nice improvement over the old version!


A few things-
