Microsoft and Shiva to Provide Remote Networking Capabilities �In Windows “Chicago”

	A major emphasis in the Windows “Chicago” project is to support fast, easy and transparent access to corporate LANs and WANs over analog, digital and wireless connections. The Windows “Chicago” remote-access design features an open architecture that enables it to connect to a wide range of hardware- and software-based servers from many different companies using many different protocols, including Microsoft NetBEUI, Novell( IPX and the TCP/IP protocol.  This architecture makes Windows “Chicago” a versatile remote network client supporting all major industry standards.  Windows “Chicago” dial-in drivers will be based on the point-to-point protocol (PPP).


	By contributing consultation and technology to the remote-access components in Windows “Chicago” as part of a technical collaboration that began in 1992, Shiva was instrumental in helping to ensure the full openness and efficiency of remote access in Windows “Chicago.”  Shiva is also working with Microsoft to help ensure that the remote access in Windows “Chicago” is extensible by helping to define remote-access APIs for software developers.


	“We are excited about this technology cooperation with Shiva, a market leader in �remote-access server products,” said Brad Silverberg, vice president of the personal operating systems division at Microsoft.  “Mobile computing is one of the fastest-growing segments of the computer market today, and remote network access is one of the major mobile capabilities we are working on to make sure Windows ‘Chicago’ will be a great �mobile-computing platform.”


	“Microsoft Windows is obviously a premier operating system for the networked, corporate desktop,” said Frank Ingari, president and chief executive officer at Shiva Corporation.  “One of the important new challenges being addressed by Windows ‘Chicago’ is the need for organizations to provide easy-to-use, secure, high-performance access to the network from any location, at any time. 	Both companies are also working together to help ensure 100 percent interoperability between Windows “Chicago” and Shiva( LanRover( and NetModem( products.  This interoperability will allow users of Windows “Chicago” to dial into Shiva products using different protocols such as NetBEUI, TCP/IP or IPX.  Users will be able to test this interoperability with the first beta release of Windows “Chicago.”

Those users want to obtain full networking functionality as a node on the network.  According to Dataquest, the portable computer market will grow more than 31 percent on average in the coming years, while the more traditional desktop computer segment is forecast to grow at only 10 percent.
